Hippodrome opens as 
vaudeville & theater.

- Jackson Ward 
Demographics
Jackson Ward is home to 
8,000 African Americans

- Evolution of the Hippodrome Theater
The Hippodrome Theater evolves into a 
music venue: attracting Ella Fitzgerald, 
Louis Armstrong, Bill ‘Bojangles’ 
Robinson, Duke Ellington, and others!

- Highway Construction
Richmond Petersburg Turnpike is constructed 
(redesignated to I-95); divides the Jackson Ward 
Northern & Southern sections into 2 separate 
communities. The construction displaced 
thousands of residents and destroyed hundreds 
of homes and businesses.
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THE STORY OF JACKSON WARD
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- South Jackson Ward as Landmark
South Jackson Ward listed on the National 
Register of Historic Places; designated 
National Historic Landmark. At the same 
time, urban renewal demolishes approx. 
150 homes in Jackson Ward, further 
dividing the community.

- Maggie Walker Monument
Maggie Lena Walker monument 
unveils at Adam & Broad Streets.

- Richmond 300
The Richmond 300 Master Plan adopted 
as a guide for growth to 2037; includes 
vision for reconnecting Jackson Ward.
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- Hippodrome Closes
The Hippodrome Theater closes. 
Despite attempts at re-opening, 
it remains mostly shuttered.  
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- Black History Recognition
The Black History Museum 
& Cultural Center of Virginia 
opens at 00 Clay  Street in 
Jackson Ward.
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- JXN Project Establishment
The JXN Project forms to elevate 
and celebrate the long, rich legacy of 
Jackson Ward.
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- Ebenezer Baptist Church
Established as the first African 
Baptist Church
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- 1st Black-Owned Bank
Jackson Ward Established
Savings Bank of the Grand 
Fountain of the United Order of 
True Reformers established by the 
7 True Reformers in W.W. Brown’s 
former home.

- John Mitchell Jr. & the 
Richmond Planet newspaper
John Mitchell Jr. was an activist and 
became the editor of the Richmond 
Planet, an African American weekly 
newspaper, promoting civil rights, 
racial justice, and racial pride.  
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- Mechanics’ Savings Bank
John Mitchell Jr. chartered the 
Mechanics’ Savings Bank out 
of his home in Jackson Ward. 
Though the bank was short lived, 
it marks a monentous time for 
African American enterprise in the 
Jackson Ward neighborhood.
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- Richmond streetcar boycott
John Mitchell Jr. organized a 
streetcar boycot to protest Jim 
Crow streetcar laws allowing 
transportation companies to 
segregate based on local choice.

- Jackson Ward Established
Jackson Ward was created as an 
official, political subdivision in the 
City (ward); becomes ‘city within a 
city’ refered to as the ‘Black Wall 
Street’ & the ‘Harlem of the South’.

Construction of Gilpin 
Court Expansion- Construction of Gilpin Court

Richmond Redevelopment Housing Authority 
begins construction of Gilpin Court, the city’s 
first public housing community. Gilpin Court 
opens housing to tenants in 1943 demolishing 
Apostle Town.

- The Skipwith Cottage is Built
Abraham Peyton Skipwith, the first known 
free Black person, purchases parcels of 
land on the northern edge of the City of 
Richmond in what would become Jackson 
Ward; he built a gambrel-roofed cottage 
which is one of the city’s oldest documented 
dwellings.
